e Provide habitat for pollinators and other wildlife.

e Enhance residential landscapes.

The City of Isanti believes rain gardens are a great way to manage stormwater, and
has a program to help property owners with the costs of installation!
Qualifying projects are eligible for a 50% reimbursement, up to $500, and property
owners will receive assistance in planning and design.
